Schoolblazer offer a fully online ordering and delivery 
service. The website will take you through a step by step process to ensure sizing is accurate. They have a 
free returns policy.  Schoolblazer have a name taping service whereby garments can be issued with your 
child’s name sewn into items before dispatch.  This will ensure lost property can be returned to its rightful 
owner as soon as possible.

• No jewellery is permitted other than one pair of small plain stud earrings for pupils in Prep 1 and 
above. These will have to be removed for sport lessons.  

• Nail varnish and make up are not permitted. 

• Wearing watches is discouraged in school as they are regularly lost and have to be removed for 
sport and PE lessons. The wearing of Smart Watches is prohibited at all times. 

• All pupils must have all their garments clearly marked with name tapes to reduce loss and 
discourage borrowing. Shoes should be marked with a name tape attached with a special adhesive 
or with a permanent marker.

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 General appearance 
 
• No jewellery apart from a wristwatch and one stud earring per ear. No other jewellery is permitted 

except where it has been approved by the Head. 

• Hair is to be kept tidy and should not be extreme in terms of style, cut or colour. Long hair should be 
tied back for sport and practical subjects e.g. DT, Science with a plain bobble. 

• No rings. 

• No make up. 

• No nail varnish or fake nails. Nails should be kept to a reasonable length. 

• No fake eyelashes. 

• No lipstick, lip gloss or coloured lip salve. 

• No facial piercings (if nose studs are worn for religious or cultural reasons they must be clear in 
colour). 

• All pupils are required to be clean-shaven. For those pupils who have religious grounds for growing a 
beard, appropriate styles must be adhered to and supported by the pupil's religious leader or 
parent/carer. We would ask that you inform the Head directly if your child is growing a beard for 
religious observance and all staff will then be notified.

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The Sixth Form are required to wear a smart business suit. 
 
Compulsory items (available from many high street stores and elsewhere)  

 

• Suit: dark navy or black, either trouser or skirt option acceptable. Skirts must be business-style, of a 
length to give a smart, professional appearance at all times, typically no shorter than 2 cm above 
the knee: suit type fabric, not stretch jersey/lycra  

• Matching waistcoats are optional. 

• Plain white or light blue shirt or blouse with collar and buttons down the front 

• Shoes smart black, brown or blue leather (or leather appearance). No boots, trainers, high heels or 
platform soles.

• A Sixth Form Tie is required for students wearing a male fit suit – these will be available via school.

 Sportswear 

 

• Sixth Form students all take part in the Wednesday afternoon Games programme. Details of sports 
options will be provided in Induction Week, with guidance on requirements for a particular activity. 
Sixth formers are encouraged to buy the school 1/4 zip fleece and track pants available from  
Grays teamsports but can wear sports kit from other providers as long as it is navy blue.  Sixth Form 
students can also purchase items as they wish depending on their choice of sport from the school 
provider Grays Teamsports.  

• Students who are representing the school in matches will need the Birkdale 1/4 zip waterproof top 
and trackpants.  The PE department will  provide other kit as required. 

• Students wearing a hijab will require a sports version with no pins or metal fastenings. 

NB Further guidance is always available from the Director of Sport, who can be contacted via the 
School Office. 
 

General appearance 
 
• Jewellery and piercings should be kept to a minimum. Make-up must be subtle. 

• Hair should be tidy and free from extremes  in terms of style, cut or colour. Long hair should be tied 
back for sport and practical subjects e.g. DT, Science with a plain bobble. 

 

Prohibited items 
 
• Footwear without backs (sandals, flip flops, sliders).

• Lycra/Stretch Jersey or frilly skirts. 

• Tracksuit bottoms, jeans, combats, chinos, cords, or leggings. 

• Headwear such as caps and bandanas, with the exception for pupils whose religion requires a 
covering (e.g. hijabs, turbans, kippah), or for medical reasons. 

• Hooded or tracksuit tops. 

• Outdoor coats should not be worn in class. 

 
If you have any further questions or issues regarding the Sixth Form dress code please contact the  
Head of Year or Director of Sixth Form in the first instance to discuss this. 

If pupils are not in full uniform, parents must provide a written explanation to their child’s form tutor. 
Form tutors will sign a note in the pupil’s planner to acknowledge that it has been seen and agreed. 
 
The following will happen in the event of non-compliance of uniform and appearance expectations: 
 
Stage 1:   Staff warning/discussion with the pupil and conduct card strike. 
 
Stage 2:   Persistent disregard will lead to a Friday detention 
   (parents informed) 
 
Stage 3:   Further ignoring of the school uniform policy will lead to a Saturday detention  
   (parents informed). 
 
Stage 4:   If the pupil still ignores the uniform policy a meeting will be held with parents 
 
Stage 5:    In extreme circumstances, a pupil may be sent home on the grounds that their behaviour  
   is now deliberate defiance of the school. Parents will be required to come in to  
   discuss the situation. 
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
